Dear Dr. Hazle:

This is a followup for Mr. Anderson with probably polycystic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  He is in very good mood.  Received a promotion at work.  Lives independent his own house.  Denies headaches.  He stopped drinking energy drinks, only one or two cups of coffee in the morning.  No smoking or drugs.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system is negative.
Medications:  Compliant with blood pressure medicine Norvasc, HCTZ and losartan.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure well controlled 126/62 right-sided.  Physical exam otherwise is negative.
Labs:  Chemistries normal kidney function, sodium, potassium, acid base, calcium and phosphorus.  Albumin in the upper side.  High iron saturation but normal ferritin.  Mild degree of anemia 13.2.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  Probably polycystic kidney disease affecting both kidneys and liver.  Prior negative screening for brain aneurysm one to two years ago.  Blood pressure well controlled not symptomatic.  Minor degree of anemia.  All other chemistries normal.  Monitor high iron saturation although ferritin is normal.  Continue present regimen.  Plan to see him back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
