Thank you for this referral.

This 62-year-old patient seen today for polycythemia.

SYMPTOMS: He is complaining of pain in right hip and he is asking for a cane or a walker.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of mild intellectual disability. The patient also has GERD. The patient has mild intellectual disability and recently discovered polycythemia for last year or so.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 62-year-old male.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable except missing teeth.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His WBC count is 9.8, hemoglobin 17.5, hematocrit 51.9, and his platelet count is 2005 this is from June 5, 2026. In April, hemoglobin was 17.1 and hematocrit was 49.7. In October 2025, his WBC count was 6, hemoglobin was 16.5, and hemoglobin was 48.9.
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DIAGNOSIS: Polycythemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw the blood for flow cytometry and cytogenetics to rule out primary polycythemia vera. If so, we will consider periodic phlebotomy initially and if the need be we might need to treat him with oral medications.
