CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough and redness of the eyes.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he went to pilgrimage and started coughing about six days ago. There is no sputum production however and the cough is persistent despite over-the-counter cough medication.

The patient also noticed slight reddish both eyes without any discharge and he used eye drops two weeks ago with some relief.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal congestion and oropharyngeal examination is otherwise unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
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
