HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The first episode was in 2016 when he was in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that he was walking, hit the top of his head against a metal beam.  It hit the top of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient had loss of consciousness for about 30 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient had confusion, disorientation, and severe head pain.  The patient was put on bed rest for 72 hours.
The next episode was in 2017 at Fort Irwin, California.  The patient was in the military vehicle.  The patient was driving.  The patient got into an accident and had roll over accident.  It was at night.  The vehicle was rolled over and hit the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient does not know how long he was out of consciousness, but he thinks it is at least 15 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient was in an ambulance already.  The patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation when he woke-up.  The patient had severe head pain for many days after that.  The patient also had confusion.
The patient currently has significant headaches.  He has headaches almost everyday.  The patient had chronic headache.  The patient had significant forgetfulness.  The patient’s memory is very poor.  The patient tells me that he has short-term memory problems now.  The patient also has significant sleep problems.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  His sleep habits have changed.
The patient is currently still in active duty in the army.  The patient is station commander for recruiting.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his job.  The patient is not able to remember task duties.  The patient tells me that his chronic headaches are affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient has difficulty to focus on his job.  His insomnia and sleep habit change is also limiting his ability to stay alert at work.
