Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Rose with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visit.  Chronic dyspnea.  No oxygen.  Echocardiogram done; grade-I diastolic dysfunction, mild pulmonary hypertension and normal ejection fraction.  Cardiology Dr. Alkiek plans for the stress testing and isolated vertigo.  No focal deficit.  No headaches.  No double vision.  Holter monitor apparently wide QRS.
Review of System:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, noticed lisinopril diuretics, beta-blockers, on insulin, cholesterol and Coumadin.
Physical Examination:  Weight down to 240, previously 247 and blood pressure 119/74.  Lungs clear.  No respiratory distress.  No gross arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No gross edema.  Normal speech.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from May, creatinine 1.7, which is baseline and GFR 31 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying diabetes and hypertension.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  There is no protein in the urine.  Diabetes well controlled.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Prior urine sample no activity.  Six months follow up.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
