Dear Dr. Krepostman & Mr. Goike:
This is a followup for Mr. Sides with chronic kidney disease probably cardiorenal.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visit.  Weight and appetite are stable.  Uses a walker.  No falls.  Denies nausea or vomiting.  No dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Chronic dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No chest pain, palpitations or syncope.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight beta-blockers, diuretics and Jardiance.  Started on iron replacement.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 102/60 on the right-sided.  No gross respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No rales, wheezes or pleural effusion.  Loud systolic murmur.  Premature beats.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites.  No edema.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine stable 1.3 and present GFR 41 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying cardiovascular problems with low blood pressure, stable over time.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Has large red blood cells, on B12 replacement.  Normal potassium and acid base.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition.  It is my understanding plans for echo, valve abnormalities with prior ascending aortic replacement.  Previously low ejection fraction.  Issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
