Dear Dr. Wilkinson:

This is a followup for Mr. Ugur who has IgA nephropathy, advanced renal failure, also diabetes, hypertension and proteinuria.  Last visit in December.  Diagnosis of prostate cancer.  PSA was progressively risen 1.7, 2.1 and 3.2 over the last few years, now in the 4s.  Locally urologist as well as University of Michigan MRI of the prostate done and biopsy done confirming the diagnosis.  He has elected to do surgery.  Does not want to do any radiation.  Was exposed to IV contrast for a CT scan urogram showing no obstruction, bilateral Bosnia 1 and 2 cyst.  No metastasis.
Review of System:  Otherwise review of system being negative.
Present Medications:  Losartan, Norvasc and remains on metformin.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 179 and blood pressure 146/78 on the right-sided.  Alert and oriented x4.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal back tenderness.  No gross edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  The most recent chemistries few days ago June, creatinine 1.8 although baseline is around 1.4 and 1.5.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Diabetes A1c 6.3, well controlled.  PTH not elevated.  There is blood and protein in the urine part of the IA nephropathy.  No evidence of anemia.  Protein to creatinine ratio 2.2, which is non-nephrotic range.  The biopsy shows extensive intraductal carcinoma of the prostate.
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Assessment and Plan:  IgA nephropathy and acute change versus progression, chronic hematuria and proteinuria.  No nephrotic syndrome.  Blood pressure fair.  No need for EPO treatment.  No anemia.  Recent exposure IV contrast for CT scan urogram without obstruction.  Has Bosniac type I and II bilateral cysts.  Other chemistries stable.  Continue present regimen.  Upcoming prostate surgery date has not been defined.  Emotional support provided.  All issues discussed.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
