Dear Dr. Kozlovski:
This is a followup for Norma with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  I have not seen her in one year.  Atrial fibrillation two weeks ago defibrillator.  Admitted for safety reasons to start Tykosyn.  Taking Ozempic.  There has been 7-pound weight loss.  There is some diarrhea, which is chronic even before Ozempic.  No bleeding.  No nausea, vomiting or abdominal pain.  Minor edema.  No major dyspnea.  No oxygen, CPAP machine or inhalers.  No chest pain.
Review of System:  Done.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Off lisinopril.  Presently Lasix, Kerendia and beta-blockers.  Anticoagulation with Eliquis, also takes Plavix, insulin, Ozempic, and Tykosyn.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today low 106/59.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Presently no arrhythmia.  No ascites.  Minimal edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries April, normal kidney function.  Mild degree of anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Minor increase of transaminases.  Other liver function tests are normal.
Assessment and Plan:  Presently normal kidney function.  Blood pressure in the low side and chronic diarrhea to be evaluated GI at Lansing, plans for colonoscopy.  No active bleeding.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  We will update urine for analysis and albumin creatinine ratio.  Tolerating Kerendia without major potassium problems.  Off ACE inhibitors or ARBs.  blood pressure well controlled at home.  Atrial fibrillation anticoagulated, beta-blockers and antiarrhythmics.  Everything is stable.   Probably no need for followup.
