Thank you for this referral.

This is a 36-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She says she only smokes socially and again drinks only on occasions. She is allergic to Bactrim.

She is here for IV iron infusion.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has been anemic for last 15 years because of heavy menstruation. She never required blood transfusion. However, she had several iron infusions over last few years.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of bronchial asthma, history of obesity.

MEDICATIONS: She is on Mounjaro for last two months.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: She is started menstruating at age 12. She has heavy period lasting for seven days. She has two children.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 36-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall, weighing 309 pounds, and blood pressure 131/71.
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Recent CBC showed hemoglobin of 9.5, her hematocrit was low, and her iron was also low that is the reason she wants iron infusion. She also has poor tolerance to orally administered iron.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron deficiency anemia.

2. History of menorrhagia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Benadryl 25 mg and then give InFeD 1 g into 50 sodium chloride over two hours and upon completion we will disconnect the IV.
