Dear Dr. Reichmann:
This is a followup for Mr. Levin with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  Frequency and nocturia.  He states the volume is good.  The stream is strong.  No episodes of stopping.  Has been drinking a lot of liquids.  He is on insulin pump.  Weight at home 273.  Has been followed with urology Dr. Cotant and Dr. Sahay for prostate cancer.
Review of Systems:  I did extensive review of system.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  On losartan, HCTZ, insulin and cholesterol management.  Recently Flomax was added.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 120/58 right-sided and weight 281.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries last one is from March, creatinine 1.6 it has been as high as 1.7.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB with GFR of 43 for the most part is stable.  No progression.  Not symptomatic.  There is no need for EPO treatment.  Low sodium represents free water.  It is mild.  Continue to monitor probably, related to HCTZ.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin and calcium.  PSA suppressed.  Prior phosphorus not elevated.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Continue diabetes and cholesterol management.  He wants to have his postvoid bladder check to see if the Flomax is working.  All issues discussed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
