Dear Dr. Anderson:
This is a followup for Nancy with ANCA positive vasculitis affecting kidneys.  Has been treated with Rituxan.  Last visit in December.  Comes accompanied with husband Mark.  Right shoulder total replacement about a month ago.  No major complications.  Wearing a sling.  No pain.  Prolia every six months.  Weigh down to 109, small portions.  Bariatric surgery.  No vomiting.  No blood or melena.  Urine is clear without infection.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight amlodipine.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure runs low 112/0 on the left-sided.  She is very slender today.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No gross edema or ascites.  Nonfocal.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.2 stable.  Anemia was 11.1.  Normal potassium, acid base, calcium and albumin.  Minor low sodium represents free water.  Present GFR 45.
Assessment and Plan:  ANCA positive vasculitis and chronic kidney disease.  Has received Rituxan.  Blood pressure in the low side with likely secondary to weight loss.  We are going to decrease Norvasc to 2.5 mg.  Anemia presently no EPO treatment.  Bariatric surgery, takes calcium replacement Prilosec.  Continue to monitor vasculitis serology.  She is about one and half to two years since the last treatment and clinically stable.  Continue to follow.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
