Dear Angela:

This is a followup for Pamela with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visit.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.  Apparently Holter monitor.  No major arrhythmia.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed Norvasc, Aldactone, metoprolol and on cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 223 and blood pressure 132/82.  Lungs clear.  No arrhythmia.  Increased S2.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites.  Minimal edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries April, creatinine 1.5 she has been as high as 1.8.  Anemia 12.2.  Minor increase of potassium 5.2.  Normal sodium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR 35.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB for the most part is stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Status post bioprosthetic aortic valve replacement, clinically stable.  Blood pressure is stable.  Tolerating Aldactone.  Monitor potassium in the upper side not severe.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
