Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Dietz with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Recent right-sided cataract surgery no complications, prior left-sided done.  Hard of hearing.  Morbid obesity.  Bladder stone removed Dr. Cotant.  No complications.  No recurrence.  Stable edema.  Doing low salt.  Chronic dyspnea.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the Norvasc, atenolol, hydralazine, losartan, on Flomax and Proscar.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 130/70.  Wife accompanied him.  Very distant breath sounds, but no respiratory distress, pleural effusion or wheezing.  There is bradycardia from beta-blockers.  There is an aortic systolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No major edema.  He is hard of hearing.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 1.68, which is baseline representing a GFR 40 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Fluctuating levels of blood pressure highs and lows.  Continue to monitor at home.  On maximal dose of losartan among other medications.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Present normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Our goal blood pressure should be under 130 and under 80.  Continue to follow.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
