Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Cheryl with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in September.  Plans for right-sided total hip replacement University of Michigan.  Previously done on the left-sided.  Blood pressure runs in the low side but no syncope.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No upper or lower gastrointestinal losses.  No urinary symptoms.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, on carbidopa levodopa, medications for memory dementia and occasionally exposed to ibuprofen.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 94/55.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  No gross focal deficits.  Husband is present.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 1.1, which is baseline and present GFR 57 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Mild anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for phosphorus binders.  All chemistries stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
