CC: DNR form and followup on pain management and foot infection treatment.
HPI: A 72-year-old gentleman who is very difficult to deal with he hibernates in his room does not want people in despite the fact that they have to do wound care and general personal care and medication dispensation. When seen last week, the patient was hollering about wanting pain medication it was ordered and received the following day and his request that it be p.r.n. as opposed to being on a set schedule. Staff tells me that he has only asked for it maybe once or twice a day at most. He is also seen by the wound care physician, was on IV antibiotic and IV was placed. The patient has pulled that out twice so in lieu of an IV or PICC line, he is receiving IM injection of meropenem and despite complaining he is cooperative when it is the injectable antibiotic. The patient generally tells staff to get out of his room with the exception of when they are bringing him pain medication that he requested or food. I did go into check in on him he was in a fetal position, did not rouse though it was clear that he was not sleeping. The patient refuses assist with personal care such as showering. He is able to get himself up to go the toilet though it is not recommended that he get up and walk on his infected foot, but he does.
DIAGNOSES: Unstageable pressure ulcer of left ankle and heel, type II diabetes mellitus, peripheral neuropathy, RLS, major depressive disorder, nicotine dependence, history of alcohol abuse, chronic pain, insomnia, GERD, HTN and loss of toes on right foot secondary to previous infection.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from those listed one week ago. Antibiotics are ertapenem 1 g q.d. for 38 days to be completed 07/20/2026.
ALLERGIES: The patient is lactose intolerant.

CODE STATUS: DNR per patient request.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient lying quietly did not speak or make eye contact. Stayed in a fetal position on his side.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/72, pulse 72, temperature 97.5, respiratory rate 18, oxygen saturation 98%, FSBS 166 and weight 176.5 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Again unstable ulcer of left foot at the ankle and heel. The patient is ambulatory recommendation do not ambulate on his left foot, but he continues to do so getting self out of bed when he needs to toilet.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Infection of left foot on ertapenem 1 g IM q.d. for 38 days to be completed on 07/20/2026, and he receives injection ABX as he repeatedly pulled out his IV.

2. Advance care planning. The patient requests DNR. He does not want to be treated otherwise, but states he does want to have a DNR that was reviewed with him so form is completed and order written for DNR.
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
