CC: Followup on bruising.
HPI: An 80-year-old gentleman who gets around in a manual wheelchair, he is on Plavix for anticoagulation and when seen last week extensive bruising of the dorsum of both hands and distal forearms led to the holding of Plavix x1 week. There is decrease in swelling that was overlying the bruised areas and there is no bruising beyond what there was when seen last week. Overall, he remains at his baseline.
DIAGNOSES: DM type II, history of CVA, ASCVD, peripheral vascular disease, HLD, HTN, chronic pain, GERD, vascular dementia, and allergic rhinitis.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from last week’s note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Liberalized DM II diet regular texture thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly gentleman lying quietly on his bed. He was awake and I was able to examine him without resistance.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/62, pulse 75, temperature 97.9, respiratory rate 18, oxygen saturation 98%, FSBS 154, and weight 132 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: He has a normal effort and rate. Breath sounds are clear decreased bibasilar secondary to effort.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: The patient does not speak English, but rather Vietnamese so a lot of motioning is required and communicating with him. He made limited eye contact and just kept his eyes closed the remainder of the time that I was there.

SKIN: The dorsum of both hands. There is old bruising nothing new noted and the remainder of his skin is intact 
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Extensive bruising dorsum of both hands. We will restart Plavix and if we need to gloves or arm sleeves will be provided hopefully that patient will leave on.

2. DM II. He is past due for an A1c. His last one was in December 2025. Order is written for A1c.
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
