CC: Bump on right upper back.

HPI: A 92-year-old female new to facility was seen yesterday she has multiple medical issues that were addressed. Now, I am informed daughter has a concern about a lump that her mother has on her right upper back is it unknown how long it has been present others no pain, pruritus, or bleeding. The patient uses her right upper extremity without any difficulty and states in her words that does not interfere with her mobility. Exam of the right above the scapula there is a subQ well circumscribed lump below the surface nontender to palpation. There is no central poor opening and attempt to express any drainage from the lesion is unsuccessful. There is no redness, warmth, or tenderness to palpation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Sebaceous cyst noninfected or do warm compresses to the area three times daily and a course of erythromycin. The patient has multiple antibiotic allergies to include sulfa, Keflex, PCN, which eliminates the antibiotics most commonly used to treat sebaceous cyst. Given it is location and the fact that it is not creating a problem would recommend for it to just be left alone I think the family wants to do treatment to see if it will help to go away and if it does not then we tried and will just leave it alone..
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
