Dear Dr. Shemes:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Phelps with history of left-sided nephrectomy, stage IIIA chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Her last visit was December 30, 2025.  Her weight is up 5 pounds over the last six months.  She was unable to have the cancer surgically frozen due to colon being in the way so she is seeing urologist in Lansing who is going to do a partial nephrectomy to remove the rest of that carcinoma on the left kidney.  She did have partial left nephrectomy already, but there is remaining cancer in that kidney so they will either take the entire left kidney or as much of the cancer as they can get and she is hoping they do not take the whole kidney, but that will be determined by the urologist.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood and no edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight the Dyazide 75/50 mg once a day and losartan is 100 mg daily.  She takes vitamin D3 and iron supplements also.
Physical Examination:  Weight 250 pounds, pulse is 60, oxygen saturation 99% on room air and blood pressure 124/70 left arm sitting large adult cuff.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is obese and nontender.  No ascites and no edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done June 1, 2026.  Creatinine is improved at 1.25, estimated GFR is 46, calcium 9.2, sodium 139, potassium 3.5, carbon dioxide 24, albumin 4.1, phosphorus 4.4 and hemoglobin 11.7 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with slightly improved creatinine levels.  We have asked the patient to continue getting lab studies done every three months.
2. History of left nephrectomy and she will be going for more of the left kidney tumor, which is cancerous to be removed soon.
3. Hypertension is well controlled and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
