Dear Ms. Levand:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Snively with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, ANCA positive vasculitis and hypertension.  Her last visit was one year ago June 23, 2025.  Her weight is stable and she still gets the Rituxan every eight months through her hematologist and that has been managing the ANCA positive vasculitis.  She does have some severe pain in the right hip.  She has had x-rays and it looks like there is arthritis less likely has problems with bursitis and she will be seeing the specialist within the next week or two for further evaluation.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood and no edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight the carvedilol 12.5 mg twice a day, spironolactone 12.5 mg daily, folic acid 1 mg daily, Eliquis 5 mg twice a day and Lasix is 20 mg every other day.  She is on Lipitor, lisinopril 2.5 mg daily and Tylenol Arthritis every eight hours for pain.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 220 pounds, pulse is 60 and regular and blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff 140/76.  Her neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is obese without ascites and no peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done June 17, 2026.  Creatinine is stable at 1.1, estimated GFR is 49, calcium is 9.5, albumin 4.3, phosphorus 3.7, sodium 138, potassium 4.6, carbon dioxide 25 and hemoglobin is 12.8 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We have asked the patient to continue getting labs every 3 to 6 months.
2. Hypertension, currently at goal.
3. ANCA positive vasculitis, receiving Rituxan every eight months and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
