Dear Dr. Boyk:

This is a followup for Mr. Farris with chronic kidney disease, probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  He goes by Russ.  Stable edema.  Trying to do low salt.  Diabetes numbers appears to be well controlled.  Denies nausea, vomiting, bowel or urinary problems.  No edema or claudication.  No dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  No hospital visit.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Jardiance, Norvasc, chlorthalidone and lisinopril.
Physical Examination:  Weight 211 and blood pressure 177/74.  Lungs are clear.  There are frequent premature beats, background appears regular.  No pericardial rub.  There is obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from April, creatinine 2.68 slowly progressive overtime and present GFR 25 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV slowly progressive overtime.  No symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.  There has been no anemia for EPO treatment.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Tolerating lisinopril.  Upper potassium but no need for treatment.  Monitor metabolic acidosis.  No need for phosphorus binders.  All other chemistries stable.  Tolerating Jardiance without infection.  Continue cholesterol and diabetes management.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
