Dear Dr. Abimbola:
This is a followup for Mr. Kanine.  Last visit in December.  He ruptured his right Achilles tendon playing pickle ball.  Surgery was done without complications.  Few weeks later deep vein thrombosis right femoral area.  No pulmonary emboli.  Thrombectomy was done Dr. Safadi.  Remains anticoagulated.  Persisting edema.  There is apparently narrowing stenosis that they are planning to balloon stent.  Also PSA progressively risen.  Biopsy to be done Dr. Liu concern for cancer.
Review of System:  Done.
Present Medications:  Eliquis and thyroid.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure normal.  Has lost few pounds 168.  Respiratory normal.  Cardiovascular normal.  2+ edema on the right otherwise negative physical exam.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries last few days ago June, creatinine 1.38 representing a GFR 58.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal glucose.  Normal cell count.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Prior episodes of obstructive uropathy from enlargement of the prostate now with evidence of probably prostate cancer, biopsy upcoming.  Complications of rapture of the tendon, deep vein thrombosis, persistent edema as indicated above.  Incidentally there was a CT scan done, which apparently shows bilateral renal cysts.  We will try to obtain that report.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
