Dear Nisha:
This is a followup for Mr. Tompkins with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Extremely hard of hearing.  Comes accompanied with son.  Weight and appetite are stable.  Some nausea in the morning, but no vomiting or dysphagia.  No problems of eating.  No reported blood or melena.  Follows with Dr. Cotant for enlargement of the prostate.  There is chronic minor incontinence without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Presently no gross edema.  Chronic neuropathy bilateral.  There has been some decreased eyesight.
Review of System:  Done.
Medications:  I will highlight on medications.  The only blood pressure amlodipine.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 132/60.  Lungs are clear.  No gross respiratory distress.  No gross arrhythmia.  Today I do not see much of edema.
Labs:  Chemistries from June, creatinine 1.7, which is baseline representing a GFR 37 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB and underlying hypertension presently well controlled.  No evidence of obstruction or urinary retention, appears to have simple cyst.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Chronic incontinence, which is mild.  Monitor metabolic acidosis, presently no replacement.  Monitor nutrition.  Relatively low albumin.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Other chemistries are stable.  Blood test in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
