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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient does not remember the exact date.  It was between 1991 to 1993.  The patient was in Philadelphia.  The patient was on the street.  The patient was playing football.  However, he was pushed down to the ground.  The patient remembers that he was pushed and then he get flipped over and landed on the ground.  The patient tells me he has sustained a laceration in the back of the head.  He does not remember what happened.  He tells me that he does not remember if he lost consciousness.  The patient tells me that he has headache.  The patient tells me that he had received few stitches.  The patient tells me that he has head pain.
The patient tells me that since this incident, the patient has poor memory.  The patient tells me that he is constantly losing train of thoughts.  The patient tells me that during presentation, the patient is not able to concentrate.  The patient lose thoughts easily.  The patient forgets things easily.  The patient misplaced things.  The patient forgets to brush and drink coffee sometimes in the morning.  The patient tells me that he would pick up the phone, and he would forget what to say.
The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with depression and anxiety.
The patient is currently working for logistics for warehouse, for Johnson & Johnson.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty at work because of his memory loss.  The patient will forget his past duties.  He would instruct people to do certain things and he would forget what he called them.  The patient tells me that people tell him that he told them to do certain things, however, the patient does not remember anything.  The patient tells me that he has got very poor memory.  He does not remember what his instruction he gave people.

It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  Between 1991 to 1993, the patient was in Philadelphia.  The patient was playing football.  He got pushed down to the ground.  He flipped over.  He hit the back of the head resulting laceration in the scalp.  The patient received stitches.  However, the patient tells me that since then he has significant poor memory.  He keeps losing train of thoughts.  He has difficulty to do presentation.  He would have short-term memory loss.  He does not remember the instruction he gave to the staff.  The patient will forget to brush and drink coffee.
It is my opinion that the injury in Philadelphia was not severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury. I suspect his symptoms are likely due to underlying psychiatric illness such as depression and anxiety symptoms. I do not believe that the patient injury was severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.
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
