Dear Professional Colleagues,
Eremina Lyons was seen today for neurological reevaluation and examination and review of her amyloid CT/PET imaging study completed January 12, 2026 and her MRI brain imaging. She complains of cognitive decline forgetting more information recently. She is concerned about her memory and her forgetfulness.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:
Alendronate, duloxetine 60 mg, Caplyta and sertraline daily, Abilify, losartan, albuterol, metoprolol, paroxetine, and montelukast.

Her cardiovascular evaluation by Dr. Teresa Tioran identified valvular sclerosis without evidence of arrhythmia on testing. She was found to have nocturnal hypoxemia for which she was intimated on low-dose nasal oxygen. She complained it was difficult because the unit was noisy. She explained that she could not continue therapy because her health care provider did not have an additional unit that was quiet. We asked her to continue her pulmonary evaluation not having copies of her x-rays. She has remained stable without recurrent TIAs or stroke symptoms on aspirin therapy with Plavix.
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CURRENT MEDICATIONS:
As of May 2026 include duloxetine, metoprolol, aspirin 81 mg, losartan potassium 50 mg, omeprazole 40 mg, alendronate sodium 70 mg, Omega-3 1200 mg, vitamin D3 125 mcg, multiple vitamins one tablet orally daily, Restasis 0.05% one drop into the affected eye twice daily, and Pregabalin 75 mg one capsule at bedtime.

PREVIOUS MEDICATIONS:
Sertraline 100 mg, aripiprazole 2 mg daily for 30 days and 10 mg half a tablet orally once a day, paroxetine 40 mg in the morning, Paxil 30 mg orally once a day for 30 days, and paroxetine 10 mg two tablets in the morning once a day for 30 days.

She has been diagnosed with Alzheimer’s disease and is being referred to the Adventist Health Marysville Program for Leqembi infusion.

Her findings and the therapy have been discussed with her and she agrees with the therapy. Her brain MRI scan shows no evidence of ARIA-E or ARIA-H. Her amyloid PET/CT imaging study was noncontributory.
