Dear Ms. Tasson:

This is a followup for Alan with chronic kidney disease.  Has chronic lymphocytic leukemia on treatment.  Last visit in January.  A redo lung biopsy to be done right-sided Midland, the first one not conclusive, incidental a mass on the right kidney that also will need to have a biopsy.  Present weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No urinary symptoms.  No blood.  No incontinence.  Uses CPAP machine every night.
Review of System:  Done.  No blood pressure at home, but in the office well controlled.
Present Medications:  Coreg, losartan, diuretic Indapamide, remains on treatment for CLL and anticoagulation Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Weight down to 221 although that was previously 233 wintertime with heavy cloths and shoes.  Very pleasant and alert.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs distant clear.  Pulse regular.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Nonfocal.  No gross edema.
Labs:  Chemistries in May 1.65 creatinine, stable.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms with normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Minor increase of PTH.  Secondary hyperparathyroidism does not require specific treatment.  Review report right-sided renal mass suspicious for cancer.  We will see what the biopsy shows.  There is also a nodule on the right lung.  Depending on that he might require potential procedure on the kidneys including total resection we will discuss about that when the time comes.  Emotional support provided.  All issues discussed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
