Dear Dr. Horsley:
This is a followup Mr. Seiter with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in December.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of systems he denies, feeling very well.  No hospital emergency room.
Medications:  Medication review.  Diabetes, blood pressure and cholesterol treatment.  Takes ARB candesartan and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 176 and blood pressure 127/82.  Pleasant.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory and cardiovascular issues.  No ascites or edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 2.0 has been in the 1.6 to 1.9.  Continue to monitor.  Present GFR will be 31 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  Continue to monitor for progression, not symptomatic.  Potassium elevated probably from ARB, but not symptomatic and not severe.  There is metabolic acidosis.  Monitor for bicarbonate replacement.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Previously no anemia.  No EPO.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
