Dear Dr. Power:
This is a followup for Mrs. Hatt with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in December.  She burned her left foot with hot cooking oil, second-degree blisters.  Follows with wound clinic.  No anti-inflammatory agents.  Pain is improving.  Briefly on narcotics and Tylenol.  Denies vomiting or fever.  No blood or melena.  Good urine output.
Review of System:  Done being negative.  Blood pressure at home 120s/80s.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the losartan, HCTZ, beta-blockers and remains anticoagulated with Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 212 and blood pressure 134/80.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No gross abdominal distention.  There is obesity.  I did not uncover left foot.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries April; creatinine 1.5, which is baseline.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Moderate anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Normal electrolyte.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  Iron levels are appropriate.  Prior phosphorus not elevated.  Present blood pressure acceptable our goal is 130/80 or below.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
