Thank you for this referral.

This 79-year-old male does not smoke or drink socially. Denies any drug allergies. He is here for recently discovered anemia.

SYMPTOMS: He does complain of some weakness. He says he is not able to do as much yard work as he used to and recently his hemoglobin was 13.1 so he is referred here.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has BPH. He is on tamsulosin and Proscar. He also has been on testosterone shots and Cialis. The patient does not have any other major medical issues.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As noted above. Plus she is on dupixent for eczema.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weighing 136 pounds, and blood pressure 132/78.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: His recent lab WBC 3.5, hemoglobin 13.1, hematocrit 38.7, MCV 101, RDW is 12.7, and platelets were 174.

DIAGNOSIS: Mild anemia macrocytic

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will recheck CBC and reticulocyte count. We will check serum iron, B12, ferritin, and LDH was available we can make further recommendations. At this point, I do not have any clue as to his anemia. He denies any blood loss or any black stool.
