Dear Dr. Strom:

This is a followup for Mr. Smith with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidney on the right-sided.  Last visit a year ago.  Recent ablation Dr. Essan Midland.  No complications.  Stable weight and appetite.  Chronic dyspnea.  No oxygen.  Atrial fibrillation.  No chest pain.  Stable edema.
Review of System:  Extensive review of systems done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight HCTZ, losartan, Aldactone and metoprolol.  Presently off Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Weight 332 and blood pressure 137/86.  Lungs clear.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Today minimal edema.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 1.28 and that is baseline and present GFR in the upper 50s.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III or better, stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Tolerating diuretics ARB losartan with normal potassium.  Tolerating Aldactone.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Chronic elevation of bilirubin.  Other liver function test normal.  No anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Phosphorus should be part of chemistries, the prior one already some time ago was not elevated.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
