Dear Dr. Gunnell:

This is a followup for Judith with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and bladder cancer.  Last visit in December.  Chronic back pain, osteoarthritis and right-sided total knee replacement done in Midland Dr. Murphy.  No complications.  Completed physical therapy.  Chronic dyspnea and feeling tired.  Uses the CPAP machine.  Follow cystoscopy in a yearly basis Dr. Mills.  No gross hematuria.
Review of System:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the diltiazem, Aldactone, anticoagulated with Xarelto and off the Ozempic it was causing severe dysphagia or odynophagia reflux.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 179, previously 184 and blood pressure 156/84, at home 130/70.  Pleasant and alert.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in April, creatinine 1.06 she is being as high as 1.3.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No recent phosphorus done.  Low sodium concentration represents free water.  She is not on any diuretics.  Recent kidney ultrasound no obstruction and no urinary retention.  I am not aware of recurrence of bladder cancer.  Weight loss from Ozempic that was discontinued.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
