Complete heart block, pacemaker placement.  No heart attack.  No stroke.  No active bleeding.  No dialysis.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  Chronic tremors.  I saw her in the hospital.
Review of System:  Done.
Medications:  I will highlight Norvasc, high dose of propranolol, Aldactone and torsemide.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure was high 190/62 right-sided.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Pacemaker on the left-sided.  No pleural effusion.  No ascites.  No major edema.  There was preserved ejection fraction.  There was however dilated inferior vena cava and moderate pulmonary hypertension.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from May, creatinine has been lower 2s representing a GFR 22 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  High blood pressure poorly controlled.  States to be compliant with salt and fluid restriction and medications.  We could increase the Norvasc to 10 mg.  Watch on potassium has been running upper side, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus no need for binders.  Normal acid base.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  There has been anemia without EPO treatment.  Monitor chemistries in a regular basis.  Continue to follow.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
