Dear Nicky:

This is a followup for Katrina with medullary calcification of the kidneys and hypertension.  Last visit a year ago.  No abdominal back pain.  No blood in the urine.  No infection.  No cloudiness.  Follows with rheumatology in Lansing.  Presently no active treatment.  Has received in the past long-acting intramuscular steroids with improvement of his body pain.  Recent trauma with fracture of the left fibula, require a cast, no surgery.
Review of System:  Done.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Blood pressure amlodipine and medications for anxiety.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 134/90 and weight 219, which is the same as a year ago.  Physical exam is negative.  Very pleasant lady.
Labs:  Chemistries has not been done previously.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal kidney function.  Normal albumin and calcium.  She has high cholesterol and LDL.  She has prediabetes with A1c of 6.2.
Assessment and Plan:  Incidental medullary calcification of the kidneys.  All blood test will be updated but no prior renal failure.  No acid base abnormalities to suggest renal tubular acidosis.  Normal potassium.  Clinically no symptoms.  No stones or infection in the urine or gross blood.  Blood pressure in the office high, needs to be checked before we adjust medications.  From the renal standpoint is stable.  She will share with us when blood test available.  Otherwise come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
