Dear Paula:
This is a followup for Mr. Huntoon with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visits.  Isolated urinary tract infection. 
Review of System:  Negative.
Medications:  Exposed to Farxiga, blood pressure beta-blockers, recently Bactrim seven days.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 132 and blood pressure 113/82.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal back tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Last chemistries, urinary shows E. coli.  In April creatinine 1.35, which is baseline and GFR 40 stage IIIB.  No anemia.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Kidneys small 9.9 and 82 right and left without obstruction or urinary retention.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium, bicarbonate replacement or phosphorus binders.  Given his advanced renal failure, probably Bactrim not our first choice for urinary tract infection.  She is not allergic.  You can use probably penicillin or cephalosporins.  Monitor the use of Farxiga for urinary tract infection.  Everything else is stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
