No concerns or problems with her Suboxone, has been a Suboxone patient for approximately seven years now with no issues.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroid, asthma, and opioid dependency.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal.
DRUG ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH. Positive tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The patient has a benign exam; all within normal limits.
ASSESSMENT: Opioid dependency,
PLAN: Advised the patient that I will refill her meds for approximately two weeks, for the lab test to come back to confirm oxycodone use, did discuss with the patient possibility of being terminated from the program if that comes back positive. Once again, the patient denies any illicit drug use. I will see her for followup in two weeks. Discharged in stable condition.
