Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Grisson comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of side vision. She has a history of seizures that began early in 2023. She states that she worked as a car driver for a motor vehicle company in the capacity of transporting the cars. She states she had to stop in December 2023 because of a gunshot wound to the leg. However, she states that she had a seizure in January 2023 that was associated with a loss of vision on the right side. She underwent an eye examination and had imaging of her head. It was found that she had a lesion on the left side of the brain which included the left occipital lobe. She has not had surgery for the lesion and states that followup imaging showed that it had decreased in size. However, she continues to claim to have difficulties with the side vision on the right side. She denies eye trauma. She uses over-the-counter lubricating drops for dry eyes.

On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.50 –0.75 x 113 on the right and –1.00 –0.75 x 095 on the left. The near acuity with and without correction measures 20/20 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 17 on the right and 15 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field test utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic test with a III4e stimulus shows 58 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 75 degrees of horizontal field on the left. Both fields show loss on the right side which is described as a right homonymous hemianopsia.
Assessment:
1. Myopia.

2. Right-sided visual field loss.

Ms. Grisson has clinical findings that are consistent with the loss of visual field on the right side. This is consistent with a left-sided brain lesion. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties avoiding hazards that approach her from the right side. However, she does have good central vision and should be able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, and use a computer. Her prognosis appears to be stable although it is unlikely that she will have a return of peripheral vision from the right side.
