Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Love comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he worked at a local automobile manufacturing plant, but had to stop in December 2024 because of non-medical reasons. He experienced a loss of vision with the right eye and was diagnosed with optic neuritis in December 2023. As well, he was diagnosed with multiple sclerosis. He states that the loss of vision makes it difficult for him to drive, especially at night. However, he is not sure how the lower vision impacts his ability to work. A review of the notes at Henry Ford Hospital with an examination by Dr. Bansal describes an OCT test that measures a decreased nerve fiber layer on the right side. He thinks he may have retinopathy although this is not found in the records. He does not use eye drops. He states that he has diabetes mellitus.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/40 on the right and 20/20 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.00 +1.00 x 020 on the right and –1.25 +1.00 x 180 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/50 on the right and 20/20 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. There is a subtle afferent defect on the right side. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 11 on the right and 10 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear and quiet. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.7 on both sides. There is mild pallor to the optic nerve head on the right side only. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic Goldman-type test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 118 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 127 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Optic neuritis, right eye.
2. Myopia.
Mr. Love has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of optic neuritis on the right side. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is good.
