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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Seth comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has had low vision with the right eye since his earliest recollection. He has a history of traumatic brain injury when he was approximately four months old. He is a poor historian and his stepfather assists with the history. Seth does not feel that he has trouble functioning because of his vision although his stepfather is not so sure. Seth has had various jobs over the years and according to the stepfather, there has been trouble cognitively and motivationally keeping employment. However, there may be issues with depth perception. Seth has gotten into two separate automobile accidents and currently does not drive. His most recent job involved stocking and fulfilling orders at a food distribution center. He wears glasses full time. His last eye examination was approximately one year ago. He denies using eye drops. He denies the use of general medications.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/400 on the right and 20/20 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –6.50 +5.00 x 095 on the right and –7.00 +1.75 x 075 on the left. The near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/400 on the right and 20/20 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and equally reactive. The muscle balance shows a small right-sided hypertropia and alternating exotropia. Applanation pressures are 10 on the right and 13 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic Goldman-type test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 101 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 120 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Amblyopia, right eye.
2. Myopic astigmatism.
Seth has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of decreased vision on the right side. Based upon these findings, one can understand why he would have difficulties with his depth perception. However, with the use of the left eye he should be able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and perform his necessary work-related activities.
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With use of both eyes, he should not have trouble avoiding hazards in his environment. He does not show progressive disease. The prognosis for the right eye is poor. The prognosis for the left eye is good.
