Dear Disability Determination Service:

David comes in to the Bloomfield Hills office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He is accompanied by his mother, Joyce, who helps with the history. Apparently David has had poor vision with the left eye since a very young age. He did have patching therapy when he was younger, but it does not seem to have helped. He has had schooling up until the seventh grade when he dropped out of school because of medical reasons. Apparently, he had heart surgery and depression. He did not return to school. The vision on the left side has not improved. He has not had eye surgery. He does not use eye drops.

On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and 20/100 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano on the right and +2.50 +2.50 x 090 on the left. The near acuity with and without correction measures 20/20 on the right and 20/100 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally round and reactive. The muscle balance shows a small left-sided esotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 23 on the right and 21 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic Goldman-type test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 121 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 113 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Amblyopia, left eye.

2. Hyperopia, left eye.

David has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties with fine depth perception. However, with the use of the right eye, he has excellent central vision and should be able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, and use a computer. Both eyes have excellent peripheral vision and he does not have any trouble avoiding hazards in his environment. His prognosis is good.
