History: Ms. Deme is a 90-year-old white female who was brought by her niece. Ms. Deme states she gets black and blue marks because she is on Eliquis. She wrote a note on the patient portal to Dr. Wigley who suggested putting a monitor on, the patient refused the monitor. So, he suggested when she notices more black and blue marks, she can hold off the medicine for two or three days and then restart. The patient is a petite white female, uses a walker for ambulation and she does bump into areas, places where she could get black and blue marks. There is no evidence of any GI bleed or vomiting of blood or coughing up of blood. I did go EKG to see if she was in sinus rhythm and she was in sinus rhythm with sinus bradycardia and I also agree with Dr. Wigley’s notation that she could hold off the Eliquis for few days and then restart. Overall, long-term prognosis is not good for this lady who closed her property in California and has moved here. The patient was having memory trouble and I did an evoked testing and omission problems and lack of concentration noted. Discussed evoked at length.

Addendum: Ms. Deme has had mastectomy for left breast cancer and, when she was in California, she would get a breast mammogram at least once a year. A new request is given to that effect for doing diagnostic or routine mammograms.
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
