History: We ended up doing a Medicare physical on him as his last physical was in April or May 2021. The patient’s med list was reconciled. His problems are:

1. History of back surgery.

2. History of surgery for diverticulitis.

3. History of three stents placed in 2002.
4. He has history of herpes and uses acyclovir.
His med list reconciled. He states he recently has had complete workup with Dr. Schwartz including PET scan of the heart and echocardiogram. He has had lower bilateral arterial duplex done in November 2022, did not show any evidence of peripheral vascular disease. Advance care planning discussed at length. The patient is given information. He states he has only one son and has given him the power of attorney. When we discussed about CPR and other issues at the end-stage of life, he states he has made it clear to his son that if they found him that he was to be just on life support for the rest of his life, he would rather have everything removed. In this context, he told me the story of his sister who was 39 years old, had a bleeding aneurysm and she had a sudden death after she fell and the MRI showed a brain aneurysm and she was put on life support as the family was still en route to come and see her and, at that time, he states father could not make the decision, but he as a brother became bored and decided to remove all the life support as there was no activity on the EEG. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
