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Date of Exam: 01/31/2023
History: Mr. Heslip is a 69-year-old African American male who is here today wanting refills. Advised he already should have refills on carvedilol on 10/31/2022. I gave him three months plus 90 days additional refills. The patient states he understands that. All his medical problems including type II diabetes mellitus, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, elevated PSA and possibility of prostate cancer discussed with the patient. Because of the bigger size of the prostate, the patient was advised to see a urologist in Houston of Scott & White Clinic. Apparently, the patient still has lot of hesitancy about seeing a different urologist and getting prostate surgery done. He understands the possibility of prostate cancer. He is on tamsulosin for BPH. His medication list reconciled. He states he was interested in getting Viagra 100 mg; 10 tablets of Viagra given. His labs of August reviewed. He has not had an eye exam. I had sent him a Cologuard test. He has not sent it back. He promises me he will send it back soon. I advised him labs. He states he wants to get it done on the next visit and the labs will be ordered. He states he is asymptomatic. His random sugar was 117. In August 2022, his A1c was 6.2. The patient has no chest pains. No shortness of breath. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. He states his wife died many years ago, but he today wanted Viagra and in the past visit also he has had Viagra prescription and has tolerated it well for his erectile dysfunction. He is going to be seen in the office in March 2023.
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
