History: Ms. Hernandez is a 70-year-old white female who has severe diabetic neuropathy and she is here to see me for refill of her tramadol. The tramadol has also been classified as an opioid, so that there is no abuse or other problems. I wish to see all my patients taking tramadol. The patient knows I do not prescribe the hydrocodone. So, the patient understands that, but since she has such severe pain of diabetic neuropathy which tramadol is able to control it somewhat, so we are going to refill it. I do not suspect any abuse of the medicine. We have seen her in-person. She is awake, alert, oriented and in no acute distress. The patient gives me history that she fell twice on 01/23/2023 and 01/25/2023. On 01/23/2023, she was trying to sit on the toilet, but she missed the toilet seat and hit her head in the bathroom. Then, on 01/25/2023, she fell at home and again hit the back of her head. She called the cardiologist and talked to Dr. Toth who is taking care of her for her atrial fibrillation and was planning to do a heart catheterization on her. The heart catheterization was canceled and the patient was advised to go to St. Joseph Emergency Room and get an MRI of the head and the MRI of the head was negative. The patient states she did not have seizure. She did not lose consciousness. The patient’s further cardiac workup by Dr. Toth has been shifted to about 02/15/2023. The patient understands that. She has not had any other spell. When I said I wanted to do EKG and all, the patient states she had labs and EKG both done at St. Joseph Hospital on 01/25/2023. We will try to retrieve those and I will see her in the office in a month.

2. Near syncope.
