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NEW PATIENT EVALUATION
Patient Name: Manuel Rodriquez

History of Present Illness: Mr. Rodriquez was seen in the office after about six years. Manuel Rodriquez is a son of Lorena Rodriquez. He states he was admitted to St. Joseph Hospital because of sepsis secondary to some abdominal infection. He does not know what the infection was. He does not know what antibiotics were given. He has also had some problem with rectal bleeding. I have no records. He also has some rash over his prepuce. He states he is not diabetic. I reviewed his past records of six years ago and I had seen him in 2017 when he had fallen off a ladder and dislocated his right shoulder and needed a release because he was on probation. The patient does not smoke, but does use smoke pot every so often. He states about 16 years ago, he had some abdominal surgery following a bike accident when he sustained internal injuries; part of his stomach was removed, he had a colostomy that lasted for two weeks and that was then reversed. The patient states he was involved in a motor vehicle accident and hurt his left shoulder and he had a shoulder surgery done a few years ago. He states currently he is going to welding school in Houston and he has three months left. He states he is a good welder and he is in the top three in his class. He states he still lives with his parents. He is single. He has no children. He states he has no trouble with the law. The patient has no idea about his reason for admission except that he was septic and given IV antibiotics. He states he was discharged home for wound care and got some antibiotics, but he does not know the names. I have asked him to sign release of information, so that I can get the records.

Social History: He does not smoke. He does not drink. Occasionally marijuana use.

Physical Examination:
General: Reveals Manuel Rodriquez to be a 29-year-old Hispanic male who is awake, alert, and oriented, in no acute distress. He is right-sided.
Vital Signs:

Height 5’9”.

Weight 210 pounds.

Blood pressure 110/70.

Pulse 90 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 98%.

Temperature 98.

BMI 31.
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Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. Scars seen over the abdomen of previous surgery.
Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

He gave some history of rash over his penis and some rectal bleeding. I told him I will have to have his records and then decide whether he needs colonoscopy or not. In the meantime, I gave him some nystatin to be applied locally and Analpram HC 2.5% to be applied over the rectal area. We will get his records and see him in the office in two weeks.
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
