History: Mr. Galls was seen today. He states he had some lesions between his cheeks of his buttock and he went to see Dr. Mason who biopsied it and did not find anything. He then prescribed him some Diflucan and ketoconazole cream without improvement. The patient states he was not too happy with the results because he still does not know what it is. I saw the patient, examined the area in question and felt that the patient has condyloma acuminatum; molluscum contagiosum is a differential diagnosis. I told the patient he will need to get a special cream. He needs to see a dermatologist as soon as possible because this looked like an HPV infection or genital warts to me. The patient understands that. He called me later and stated that he made an appointment with Dr. Childs for tomorrow. He does not have any other lesion over his groin or the pubis.
