History: Ms. Williams was seen today. She is using a cane for ambulation. She is wearing a brace on the right knee. She states she keeps getting gel shots at the Physicians Centre. They do not want to operate on her right now.
The patient has chronic complaints. The patient has:

1. Knee pain.

2. Chronic nausea.

3. Chronic back pain.

4. Chronic pain.

5. Chronic anxiety.
Apparently, the patient has two different strengths of prescription of olanzapine or Zyprexa; one is 5 mg and one is 2.5 mg, the patient takes currently. She only uses 2.5 mg of Zyprexa and advised her to do that and that if she uses the 5 mg, she can take half a tablet of Zyprexa. She understands that. The patient is also on lorazepam. She states she had problem with ear infections and saw Dr. McMahon who prescribed fluocinolone in oil ear drops. The patient’s multisystem complaints addressed. Counseling done.
