Chief Complaint: Mr. Billy Wayne Fisher is a 62-year-old African American male who is here with a chief complaint of low back pain.

History of Present Illness: The patient states 20 years ago he was working for a construction company that was building the Federal Prison in Bryan-College Station area and, while he was doing some brickwork, a scaffolding fell on his back causing him injury to the back. He was taken to the emergency room and treated. He got workmen’s comp for two years and then they settled with him paying him $30,000. He states he has continued to work since the injury. He does welding and he does construction and brickwork. He states that he is not able to work for long hours now. He states for past three months he started working at a bucket factory and that makes buckets and he had to work 12 hours a day. He states he could not last that long because of his back pain, so he has quit. He states his last job was in September 2022. He has not had any back surgery. He denies any bowel or bladder problems. He states he has no insurance, so he goes to the emergency room where he gets a shot for the pain and gets better for a while.

Past Medical History: No history of diabetes, hypertension, or asthma.

Medications: Medications at home none.

Allergies: None known.

Personal History: He has had education only up to 10th grade. He states he has done bricklaying work for about 24 years. He states he is a widower; his wife died 10 years ago. He states he had total of six kids; his four kids died in a space heater fire accident when they were little. He has two children who are on their own and he is not in touch with them. He does smoke half to one pack of cigarettes a day for several years. He drinks occasional beer over the weekends. He denies use of any drugs. His mother is deceased. He has not lost any weight. He denies any chest pains or shortness of breath.
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Physical Examination:
General: Reveals Billy Wayne Fisher to be a 62-year-old African American male who is awake, alert and oriented and in no acute distress. He is using a cane for ambulation. He is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 5’11”.

Weight 138 pounds.

Blood pressure 100/60.

Pulse 83 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 91%.

Temperature 98.

BMI _______.

Snellen’s Test: His vision is 20/70 both eyes without glasses and with both eyes, the vision is 20/50 with glasses.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Cranial nerves II through XII are intact. Overall, motor system, sensory system and reflexes are essentially normal. Finer-nose testing is normal. The patient is using a cane for ambulation. He is right-handed. His gait is unsteady even with the cane. He could not hop. He could barely squat. He could not tandem walk. There is no evidence of muscle atrophy. Reflexes are 1+ throughout.

The Patient’s Problems are:

1. Acute and chronic musculoskeletal low back pain.

2. History of a workmen’s comp back injury 20 years ago, but the case is settled, with continued back pain off and on since the injury.
3. Long-term tobacco use.
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
