This patient has been receiving transcranial magnetic stimulation. She came with her husband today. She gave consent to me to speak to the husband. Her husband was wearing dark glasses, and I could not see his eyes. So, I cannot make out his face. He told me that from the very first session of TMS, the patient is having problems. He blamed the TMS session for one-day relapse of alcohol use that the patient has. He states that TMS is also is causing her depression to worsen. I asked the patient, and the patient states she was not sure, but her response was, “he knows it better”. In the past, she had told me that her husband depends on the comments made by his mother. The patient states that in the last 24 hours, she has noticed some decrease in the motivation. She states “otherwise I am doing good”. She states that there are good days and not so good days. She states that since last Friday, she has felt much better, and they think that the TMS must be stopped. So it is there desire to stop TMS and I have stopped it. As of today, she did not receive any TMS treatment today. I advised them if they see any deepening of the depression let me know. The reason we started TMS was that the patient had complained that she was not responding to antidepressant therapy well, and she seemed to have treatment-resistant depression. Any way now that they do not want it, we are not going to do the treatment. I have told them that if they return for TMS treatment, she will have to have sign a new consent form.
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
