History: Ms. Dave has:

1. Obesity.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

She was having some chest pains and tachycardia and we did an EKG and showed sinus rhythm and nonspecific ST changes and some T-wave inversion in precordial leads. In view of history of tachycardia on her two visits, I decided to reduce her levothyroxine dose to 75 mcg a day, but she ended up seeing Dr. Waguespack who then again increased it to 88 mcg and the same problem of tachycardia happening again. The patient had some lab work done at Scott & White Clinic which I reviewed; it was on her telephone on her portal and I looked at the portal as she opened the phone for me and reviewed the results. The patient’s CRP was high, sed rate was high, but her electrolytes and kidney function were normal. The patient was advised to see Dr. Lee and get a heart catheterization done because with multiple visits of tachycardia and chest pain I think she probably has underlying coronary artery disease that we need to look into and put a stent if necessary. The patient understands plan of treatment. A CGM order was also placed of FreeStyle Libre 2 (14 Day) for Ms. Dave.
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
