History: Ms. Kozloski is a 73-year-old pleasant white female who is a caregiver of her husband too and herself has history of colon cancer that was diagnosed about two years ago. She received intensive chemotherapy and it looked like all her mets went away, but then a PET scan showed some mets and the patient was given another set of chemotherapy. With all the chemotherapy, the patient has developed severe polyneuropathy. Ms. Kozloski states her hands and feet hurt her quite a bit. They feel hot and cold, but not wet and dry. The PET scan in November 2022, shows some mets in the liver, so she is getting maintenance chemotherapy plus some new drug. She states she was started on pregabalin for her neuropathy with some improvement. The patient had gone to Hotze Clinic for treatment of menopause several years ago and felt improved, so she was wanting some other treatment including acupuncture; for which reason, she was referred by the Cancer Center to us. Detailed history taken. The patient examined and felt it is already 15 months since she has had neuropathy. It is difficult to treat neuropathy, but the patient is willing to take chances. Advised her it is going to take more than 16 treatments and she may have to come once or twice a week along with B-complex injections once a week for four weeks and then once a month plus different supplements I think that may help her. The supplements I have prescribed to her include:

1. Vitamin Mineral Rush.

2. Silver Immune Strength.

3. Ther-Biotic.

4. Hemp oil at night.

5. OptiMag magnesium.

6. Curcuplex.

7. ProDHA 1000.

8. Alpha-lipoic acid.

9. Sesame oil.

10. Paraffin wax bath.

11. Water drinking from copper lined utensil.
The patient received her first B-complex injection today. The patient has signed ABN forms with us of acupuncture as well as supplements not covered by her insurance. The patient understands plan of treatment. She states things were much more expensive when she saw Dr. Hotze in the past. First acupuncture treatment was given today and it is as in the chart. The patient understands our full plan of treatment. I told her she should continue all the chemotherapy and whatever the Cancer Center wants to give. These are additions to help her body have less pain.
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
