1. Ms. Hedderman has history of essential hypertension.

2. She does get vertigo and dizziness at times and has mixed hyperlipidemia.

3. She tells she had a sudden cardiac death in December 2008 and AICD was put in. No coronary artery disease was found by cath at that time, took amiodarone, but had pulmonary toxicity that resolved with steroids and a chest x-ray in 2016 was normal.

4. The patient has history of hypertrophic cardiomyopathy, urinary incontinence, and osteoarthritis affecting neck, hips, and knees, and has had right ACL rupture.

5. The patient has osteopenia.

6. Spinal stenosis of cervical spine and seeing pain management doctor.

7. Has cervical radiculopathy.

8. The patient has normal pressure hydrocephalus; incidental finding of brain MRI after head trauma in 2018.

9. History of breast cancer status post surgical resection and received tamoxifen.
10. The patient’s other specialists include Dr. Weaver, dermatologist, Dr. Michele Garant, gynecologist, ophthalmologist is Dr. Marr, orthopedist is Dr. Spaw, dentist is Dr. Costa, pain management Dr. Owens, neurosurgeon who operated on her back is Dr. Alexander West, and neurologist is Dr. Todd Maraist.

11. The patient had a single chamber Biotronik ICD placed in 12/2008 in New Mexico and changed out to St. Jude’s device in April 2014.

12. The patient has had bilateral cataract removal in January 2021.

13. Hernia repair in 2001.

14. Hysterectomy in 1979.

15. Bilateral salpingo-oophorectomy in 2001.

16. Blepharoplasty in 2004 and brow lift.

17. Laminectomy in lumbar region in January 2020.

18. Breast lumpectomy.

19. Left carpal tunnel surgery.

20. Foot surgery in March 2020.
21. The patient can bathe herself, clean the house, control her bowel function, cook meals, converse in a meaningful manner, drive a car, and feed herself. Nonsmoker.
